My throat tightened, my eyes opened wide

as my temples tightened...I felt pressure in my head...my heart sank...and my entire body

continually shifted uncomfortably as I read and I felt great sadness, fear, pain, sexuality and then

profound joy as Ruby realized that she would always be loved and that she realized that a lie could

only control a person if they believed it. I loved that she realized that she wished she would have

expressed to her 'children' that it was their birthright to rise.....I mean, this was a profound story of

survival, deep love, and a certain knowing that is rarely expressed. I appreciate how raw the story

was told. I admire Cynthia Bond's courage to put this on paper.
