This book contains interviews with dozens of different types of urban (and not-so-urban) planners,
asking them about their career paths, what they like about their jobs, and what they don't like. It is
so comprehensive that | cannot think of anything that | wish it had covered.This book does tend to
be a little slanted to the left (in the sense that it takes for granted the sort of concerns that tend to be
more common among liberals, such as various environmental concerns and the belief that energy
supplies are dwindling). On the other hand, | suspect most of this book’s intended audience

probably leans in that direction as well.
