I enjoyed the book but, as other readers have noted, it was confusing at times with the back and

forth between time periods. Several times I thought I had the mystery all figured out but didn't get it



right until the very end. That's a good mystery! Good characterizations that were well fleshed out. I'd

recommend this book and plan to read more by Kate Morton.

This book grabbed my attention right away with its well-drawn characters and interesting plot. It's

one of those books that you can't put down--in my case, I couldn't stop listening to the audiobook so

took longer walks than usual!

She gives us just the right amount of clues to

make us feel like we might be figuring out the mysteries of the book without making it too easy. If

you tried The House at Riverton and didn't like it, don't give up! I really recommend giving Morton

another try and reading this book. I'm moving on to the next one soon. The audiobook narration was

really well done, too.

No one reports her missing, no one

comes to claim Nell so eventually the port master and his wife keep her. No formal adoption, they

just move away and start fresh. Years later the Port Master and wife have four daughters and Nell

thinks they are all her natural family.On NellÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s 21st birthday her father (the port

master) tells her about how they found her. ItÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s devastating to lose

oneÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s identity just like that. In a snap Nell feels she doesnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t

belong and tries to find out where she does belong. The story skips back and forth in time so you

know what happens with Nell until her death late in life. This introduces us to another major

character ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€œ her granddaughter Cassandra.Cassandra is close to her grandmother

Nell and after her death she inherits everything. But there is one property she is surprised to find out



about. The deed to a house called Cliff Cottage in Cornwall England.CassandraÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s

story starts in 1975 but we jump to 2005 and things get mysterious. She is the one who will search

the clues left about NellÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s true identity. I like her character very much and enjoyed

her chapters.The Authoress is revealed as Eliza Makepeace (what a cool name!) and she is an

adventurous character. She is also the writer of fairy tales. Her back story is fascinating and weaves

into NellÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s story eventually.
