Cameron seems determined to break through every one of
the walls Savvy’s built around herself, except if she lets herself trust him, it could make everything
she’s worked so hard for fall apart in an instant. And with her aunt seeking custody of her brother
and her ex-boyfriend seeking revenge, Savvy’s fighting to hold all the pieces together. But she’s not

sure how much tighter she can be pulled before she breaks completely.
